ELIGIBILITY

Undergraduate

Applicant should meet the following requirements:

1. Minimum KCSE mean Grade of B (plain)

2. Not more than 25 years of age

3. Have an original KCSE certificate

4. Strong grades on major subjects that are key to the specialty preferred

5. Completed secondary education in the last three (3) years

Postgraduate/Masters and PhD

1. Graduated with a Bachelors degree of at least Upper Second-Class honours for
Masters

2. Have a Masters degree for PhD

3. Are 35 years and below for masters and not more than 40 years for PhD
programme.

4. Are serving the country in the public sector

5. Completed two (2) years of continuous public service since their last degree
studies
